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Introduction

Following the example of the Erbario Crittogamico Italiano (1858-1885), a
fundamental milestone of the Italian Lichenology in the XIX century, the Italian
Lichen Society decided to prepare and distribute carefully collected and
verified duplicate specimens. Geographically, these exsiccata are limited to
Italy.

Under the title Lichenes Italici Exsiccati ex Societa Lichenologica Italiana, this
new series of lichen exsiccata, edited in 15 duplicates, will be issued in several
fascicles.

The first fascicle is being distributed; it comprises 12 species, nomenclature
follows Nimis (2016).

Complete sets have been distributed to selected herbaria [CAT, CLU, FER, FI,
HLUC, MSNM, PAL, SIENA, TO, TSB: abbreviations according to Index
Herbariorum (Thiers, 2017)] and in some private collections.

The material is listed here and for each number an indication of the
geographical origin of the material is provided. UTM WGS84 is the reference
coordinate system used.
